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At Christian Men's Job Corps we try to equip men for life and 
employment, and we understand life to include the here-and-now as 
well as the hereafter. To accomplish this purpose, in addition to Bible 
studies, we develop individual employment plans (IEP) with the 
participants that focus on two areas, their strengths, and the barriers 
that make it difficult for them to find work. To identify participant’s 
strengths we make use of an evaluation that will give us insight into 
several aspects of their personalities including their interests, attitudes, 
aptitudes, and temperament. Informal interviews and discussions help 
us identify the barriers they face. These barriers frequently include 
limited education and training, a criminal history, and lack of 
experience.  But more significantly, participants often reveal life 
histories that have come from rejecting God.   
 
A typical participant is a man slightly past middle age who may be 
married, divorced or living with a "girl friend."  There may be other 
family members involved, including children of a previous marriage or 
the result of a relationship with a previous "girl friend."  His IEP will 
identify a wide range of strengths which includes skills and other 
qualities that are attractive to many employers.  But when we turn to 
the barriers that prevent him from being employed we usually find 
difficulties that will not be easily overcome. Often these barriers will 
include an arrest record that may include a felony conviction, the lack 
of a valid driver's license, an education that ended when he dropped 
out of high school, as well as other difficulties.  The discussion of these 
barriers to employment is designed to lead to a Bible study.   
  
The problems these men face are usually deep seated and difficult to 
correct. Often they have had a bad experience with Christians that has 
left them feeling that Christians do not really care about them or their 
needs.   Please pray with us that we will be able to lead men like this to 
a life changing encounter with Christ that will result in their giving Him 
control of their lives.
