Daily | pass a construction site for a business that is relocating.
| have been impressed with the phases of the work and how it
has been accomplished. First, couple of old buildings were torn
down and the debris hauled away. A large backhoe machine
easily knocked down the two old depilated buildings and a
tractor with a large scoop loaded the debris onto trucks which
hauled it away. Next, large earth moving equipment appeared
and leveled the construction site. This was followed with
ditching machines preparing for the foundation. Then, the slab
was poured, again with the use of machinery, and construction
on the building began. A crane lifted heavy steel girders into
place, and the siding and roofing material was soon in place.
Two things impressed me about what | saw. On one hand the
preparation for building moved forward very quickly. On other
hand, | never saw more than four or five men working at the
site at any given time. Most of the labor had been done by
machines.

As a result of these kinds of changes in the work place, many
of the men who come to Christian Men's Job Corps for help
need training for the kinds of jobs that are available in today's
job market. Further, many of these men are characterized by
life styles that make them unemployable. Training for the kinds
of jobs that are available in today's job market is available
through other agencies, but CMJC focuses on an aspect of life
that other agencies are not allowed to touch -- the necessity of
accepting the lordship of Christ and the change He brings to a
life. Please pray with us that we will be able to effectively lead
men to accept Christ and His life changing love.
